VILNIUS - The European Court of Human 
Rights is threatening to impose sanctions on 
Lithuania for violating human rights by the 
passage of the KGB Act, which came into force 
in 1999.  The Act stipulates .that former  KGB 
collaborators may not work as public officials or 
civil servants for 10 years. It also ordered 
Lithuania to pay compensation to four former 
KGB collaborators who appealed to the 
European Court of Human Rights in 2000-2001 
on the basis of discrimination. Two were banned 
from employment in public institutions and two 
from employment in private companies.

LITHUANIAN INDEPENDENCE 
COMMERATIONS 

Historically, generations after generations of Lithuanians
lived under the rule of Russians or Germans, but they kept 
the alive flame of Lithuanian culture, language and love of 
liberty, even as others sought to suppress and extinguish 
it. With the defeat of Russia in World War, and the hard 
won victory of the Americans and the Allies on the 
Western front, nationalism was reborn in Europe.  On Feb. 
16, 1918, the Lithuanian declaration of independence was 
signed by a group of leading Lithuanian intellectuals This 
independence was to be short-lived.   The shifting fortunes 
of the Soviets made possible the “Singing Revolution”  of 
Lithuania and sister Baltic States. The chain of hand-
holding Lithuanians, Latvians and Estonians marked a 
desire for independence.  On March 11, 1990, Lithuania 
declared her independence, but more was to come--of 
civilians against tanks at the Television Tower massacre 
on January 13, 1991. . The House of Lithuania will 
commemorate these independence days at the February 
and March meetings, and the Lithuanian-American 
Community on March 4th at the Oceanside Senior Center.
