NATIONAL DAY
THE BIRTH
OF THE
LITHUANIAN NATION

In this month of July, the House of
Lithuania celebrates the birth of the nation in
whose history its members share by birth or
cultural heritage. Lithuania has a long and
convoluted history. Lithuania was found at
the outer edges of a developing Europe, and
first recorded in 1009 in German chronicles.

A period of Crusades from the west
ensued, seeking to convert the pagan Balts.
Uniting the Lithuanian tribes, Prince
Mindaugas sought to stop the Crusading
knights by consolidating the Baltic tribes and
becoming the ruler in 1236 of a Lithuanian
state. Later, he also accepted Christianity, so
that he could be crowned king.

On July 6, 1253, Mindaugas was crowned by
order of Pope Innocent 1V, thus becoming the
first and only King of Lithuania. He was in
1263 to be assassinated by his pagan
nephews. It was not until 1385 that Lithuania
was converted to Christianity.
