Because rye (“"rugiai')
was Lithuania's major grain crop and life without
daily rye bread was inconceivable, the harvest
month is named after the cutting (pjauti) of the
rye (in years gone by, rye was cut with sickles),
thereby the name of the month "rugpjutis”-
month for cutting the rye.
