[Last month’s word, Rugpjutis, notes the 
harvesting of rye.  This month, the word, 
Rugsejis, tells of the sowing of rye for next 
year’s crop.] Because rye is a winter grain, the 
fields are prepared in the fall when the seeds 
are sown. The rye germinates and sprouts 
before the first frost and then hibernates 
under a thick blanket of snow. Early in the 
spring it revives and begins to grow 
vigorously. Lithuania is a northern country 
where the summers are relatively short, 
therefore certain cultivated plants cannot be 
grown to maturity during the summer and 
must be sown in the fall. 

 

A two-day program of dances, songs, and
music in the Lithuanian tradition will entertain
the crowds.  And the visitors can amble the
lines of booths be selling Lithuanian books
and maps, clothing and jewelry, food and
drink.  In the main hall a complete restaurant
will be set up to serve Lithuanian specialties to
long lines of hungry visitors hungering for a
taste of familiar foods.
